Bowling Pins:-Inclimate weather, be prepared to shoot CF pistols (non-magnums) at plate racks 
Targets: Bowling Pins on tables at 26 feet for Handguns and Shotguns 
Firearms: Centerfire Pistol, Revolver, 9mm (9 Pin), Shotgun Pump and Semi-Auto (Lead Buckshot only) 
Classes: Pistol Iron, Pistol Optic/Electronic, Revolver Iron, Revolver Optic/Electronic, 9mm Parabellum,       

Pocket Pistol, Shotgun: Pump, Shotgun Semi-Auto, (Buckshot #4 and greater) 
 Bowling Pins with Pistol Caliber Carbine/ and Centerfire Rifle (all sights and actions run the same class) 
Rifle (Centerfire):  5 Bowling Pins at 25 Yards 
50-100 Yard Steel Plates  
Rifle (Centerfire):  5 steel plates ranging from 50 to 100 yards up to 30-06 (No steel or penetrators)

Handgun (Centerfire):  5 steel plates ranging from 25 to 75 yards

Prodigious Ammo  Pistol Action Match (No Magnums) 
Firearms:   Centerfire (+ extra mags / speed loaders) 
Classes: Semi-Auto & Revolver, Iron & Optic/Electronic 
Targets:  A LOT of Steel targets

Iron Sighted pre-1945 and Optical Sighted and Modern Military Rifle 
Match 
This match involves shooting military rifles (or their look-alikes) at paper 
targets at 100 yards. The match requires shooting from four positions with 
generous time limits.            Date:  8/28 

Rim Fire Hunter Silhouette Rifle Match 
.22 LR rifle events (may allow other rimfire calibers). Four 
standard shooting positions along with supported field positions 
– off post, bipod, bags. Silhouette targets partly hidden. Older or 
challenged shooters allowed alternative positions. Classes 
include youth, adult, optics & iron.            Date: 10/9 

Dueling Tree Match 
Centerfire pistol, Timed action, and10 shot magazines (Superfast action)

2 Gun Zombie Match (Centerfire Pistol and Centerfire Rifle)

Classes:    Iron and Optic/Electronic (based on Pistol) 
Sights:   Iron and Optic/Electronic     
Targets:  Steel 10-50 yards.    Dates:  6/19, 8/14 

Shotgun Falling Plates   
Firearms:   Any action type using Lead#6 birdshot or smaller Classes:  All 
action & sight types run in the same class, 1 plate given for pump vs.  
semi-auto.   No plates are given for Iron or Optic.     
Dates:  Now part of some Falling Plate rack shoots.
